Celebrating its second anniversary, Digital Economy Forum 2019 (DEF2019) hosted by the Ministry of
Economy and Finance, organized by Korea Startup Forum takes place on November 21 and 22 at Seoul
Dragon City Hotel, Korea.

DEF is a global forum that presents the direction to which the digital economy should be headed. The
first conference was launched in November 2018 under the theme of “The Driving Force of Innovation:

Not only
have born-digital innovative companies changed our life and industry, but also they have become the
leader of the global economy. Today, it is considered as a competitive edge that the public and private
sectors work together to create an innovation ecosystem, spurring the birth of more unicorn startups. This
forum aims to bring unicorn startups to a focus, which are at the center of the digital innovation due to
their disruptive innovation, and to illustrate the future of the ecosystem that we need to create in order to
support the future pictured by innovators and to scale up the innovative firms.

DEF2019 will run for two days, on November 21 and 22, 2019. It starts with a keynote speech by Christine
Tsai, CEO of 500 Startups, one of the most well-known accelerators in Silicon Valley, followed by the four
sessions in total. (A Session 1: Next Unicorn Growth Strategies And Success Stories; A Session 2: Global
Unicorns: What makes it possible and how to achieve it; A Session 3: How can we build an innovation
ecosystem for the growth of next unicorns? (panel discussion); and A Session 4: (ASEAN Special Session)
Introduction to National Strategies for the Unicorn Growth and Knowledge Sharing in ASEAN countries
(presentation and panel discussion)). In addition, the forum also presents a talk for entrepreneurs, and a
discussion to explore policy agenda.

The driving force behind innovative growth is you, who are building the ecosystem in the era of digital
economy. | hope this forum will offer a valuable opportunity to highlight the need for unicorn startups and
share the innovation cases in the digital economy.
